This month the first message was ñWhat path 
or race do you choose?ò  Do you choose to 
ñrun in the path of Godôs commands Psalm 
119:32?  Do you choose Jesus and the crown of 
righteousnessðñ I have finished the race, I 
have kept the faith.  And now the prize awaits 
me-the crown of righteousness, which the 
Lord, the righteous Judge, will give me on the 
day of His return. 2 Timothy 4:7-8  
Or, do you choose to run an aimless race where 
ñall is vanity and there is futile grasping and 
chasing the windò Ecclesiastes 1:14; a path 
with no purpose but filled with destruction and 
death?   
Our prayer is for all to be believers and follow-
ers of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, the 
King of all kings, the light of the world! 
The second message was on our risen Savior!  
Isaiah 53:  He was despised and rejectedða 
man of sorrows, acquainted with deepest grief.  
We turned our backs on Him and looked the 
other way.  He was despised, and we did not 
care. Yet it was our weaknesses He carried; 
 it was our sorrows that weighed Him down.  
And we thought His troubles were a punish-
ment from God, a punishment for His own 
sins! But He was pierced for our rebellion, 
crushed for our sins. He was beaten so we 
could be whole. He was whipped so we could 
be healed. All of us, like sheep, have strayed 
away. We have left Godôs paths to follow our 
own. Yet the L  laid on Him the sins of us 
all. He was oppressed and treated harshly, yet 
He never said a word. He was led like a lamb 
to the slaughter. And as a sheep is silent before 
the shearers, He did not open His mouth. Un-
justly condemned, He was led away. No one 
cared that He died without descendants, that 
His life was cut short in midstream. But He 
was struck down for the rebellion of my peo-
ple. He had done no wrong and had never de-
ceived anyone. But He was buried like a crimi-
nal; He was put in a rich manôs grave. But it 
was the L ôs good plan to crush Him and 
cause Him grief. Yet when His life is made an 
offering for sin, He will have many descend-
ants. He will enjoy a long life, and the L ôs 
good plan will prosper in His hands. When He 
sees all that is accomplished by His anguish, 
He will be satisfied. And because of His expe-
rience, my righteous servant will make it possi-
ble for many to be counted righteous, for He 
will bear all their sins. I will give Him the hon-
ors of a victorious soldier, because He exposed 
himself to death.
